Survey Project 
Surveys gather quantitative data on thoughts, feelings, and behaviors we have in common, or on which we differ. The survey method asks a representative sample of people the same questions about particular attitudes, opinions, values and beliefs. From these results we can gather conclusions about that group. For your first project you will develop and conduct a survey. 

Overview of Project Requirements: 

· Question – Develop a question that can be answered by surveying two groups of people (males/females; adults/teens). Examples:
·  Which gender is more honest?

· Which gender is a better student?

· Who has better hygiene, adults or teens?

· Who has more school pride, males or females?

· Which gender appreciates music more?

· Hypothesis –Your educated guess to the question above. 
· 10 Question Survey – 

· Data – Analyze the data you collect and create bar graphs or pie charts to represent the data.
· Poster - You will report your findings on poster board will all necessary information and it will include a summary section. 

Survey Requirements:

· Question – this must be at the top of your survey. Example: Which gender is more honest?
· Introduction Paragraph - Example: Hello, my name is Mr. Bulldog and I am conducting this survey for Mr. Wetter’s Psychology I class. Please answer all questions honestly and do NOT put your name on the survey. Thank you. 

· Group Identifier – Identifies the group you are testing. Have them circle the answer. Example:   Circle:   Male or Female
· Directions: (make it simple)
· Scale (if using one): Example: 

1- Strongly Agree     2-Somewhat Agree     3- Neither     4-Somewhat Disagree     5- Strongly Disagree

· Survey 

· 10 Questions/Statements with space for them to place their answer that will be easy to analyze later. Examples:
· I always tell the truth. 
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· White lies are just as bad as big lies. 
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· If you want to use multiple choice questions, each option will need a point values assigned to it in order to graph the results. Example:
· Answers: A’s=4 points, B’s=3, C’s=2, D’s=1
· NO True/False, Yes/No or “Fill in Blank” questions allowed.
Poster Requirements:

· Title: Must be in question format.

· Hypothesis and an explanation of why you think that.

· Survey Questions

· Data – results/averages put into a pie chart or bar graph.

· Results – Data written into sentences. 

· Conclusion – Was your hypothesis right? What problems did you encounter? What would you have done to make it more accurate?

· Poster/powerpoint needs to be neat and organized. Be Creative!
